And
Markus admits that, “What you choose
to believe, what you choose to think, and
how you choose to respond to the chal-
lenges of the stars are much more im-
portant for your success than any knowl-
edge of astrology.”

Markus compares the “gut” feeling to
a wise, omnipotent astrologer with
perfect knowledge of the future that is
guiding every human all the time—
then a good astrologer will be able to
give you an important insight that can
help you on your path to success.
Markus concludes this short treatise on
general astrology with a final piece of
advice, “Your gut feeling can be
strengthened through meditation.”
